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1 Introduction

1.1 Subject
In order to migrate from Protégé version 3.3.1 to version 3.4, Protégé needs to have the correct namespace for its data. In order to do so, we have to set the right one according to our data. 

If nothing is done, we will lose our preselected InstanceTableWidget with the defined columns, as well as the wanted display in the InstanceBrowserSlot. 

Here are the directions for the use of the program which will allow you to open an existing 3.3.1 project in 3.4.

1.2 Reference documents
What you need to run this program: 

· your .pprj file (v.3.3.1)
· your ontology in RDF/XML (file *.owl)

· pprjTransfo.jar 

· your .forms file in order to keep in track the place of your widgets

How to generate the .forms file: 

-> Menu OWL -> Preferences -> General Tab, clik on « Save forms to .forms files »
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2 Direction of uses
2.1 Background needed
To run this program, you will need to have 3 things : 
· the namespace of your ontology 

ex:  http://www.owl-ontologies.com/MappingOntology.owl#
· the same namespace encoding in UTF-8 
ex: http %3A%2F%2Fwww.owl-ontologies.com%2FmappingOntology.owl%23

· the path of your 3.3.1 .pprj file
Remind you to follow encoding to write your URL in UTF-8

Remind you NOT to FORGET “#” at the end of your namespaces.
2.2 How do I run it?
Afterwards you have got every information; you will have to follow these steps:

· Open pprjtransfo.jar

· Fill in the fields like in the following picture
· Validate
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2.3 What happenned? 
A newPPRJ.pprj file is now created at the root you placed pprjTransfo.jar. 
To open this file, you have to create a folder, and place into this the .owl file (rdf/xml), your .forms file, and the newwPPRJ.pprj file renamed according to the name of your project.

Open your file, then save it ( eg. « Save Project ») in order to accept the modification.
2.4 Things to avoid
This small program doesn’t take in account one particular thing: 
If you defined a display multipleSlots with a slot name as separator (see following picture), you will have to rename that with a different name.
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Ex: I wanted to display the slot ‘version’ in the InstanceBrowserSlot pay attention not to write entirely ‘version’ inside the optional text box. Otherwise, the program will match it and return the entire Uniform Ressource Locator depending on your namespace. You will have to rename the optional text. Ex: ‘Version’ 
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
